RULES	OF	BEHAVIOUR	
	

Welcome	 to	 the	 Italian	Air	Force	Historical	Museum	 in	Vigna	di	Valle.	Below	are	 some	 simple	
indications	to	best	enjoy	a	pleasant	day	with	us.	A	certain	number	of	audio	guides	are	available	
at	the	reception	center,	which	can	be	requested	upon	issuing	an	identity	document,	which	will	be	
returned	at	the	end	of	your	visit	when	the	device	is	returned.	The	audio	guide	service	is	free.	

An	APP	is	also	available,	which	can	be	downloaded	from	the	stores,	for	a	convenient	use	of	the	visit	
(MUSAM	–	for	Android	and	iOS	devices)	

HOW	TO	PARK	AT	THE	MUSEUM	

Buses,	cars,	caravans,	campers,	bicycles,	motorcycles	must	be	parked	in	the	designated	areas.	
From	 the	 car	 park	 to	 the	Museum	entrance,	 visitors	will	 have	 to	 proceed	 on	 foot,	with	 the	
exception	of	disabled	people	for	whom	a	car	park	is	reserved	adjacent	to	the	Museum	entrance	
or,	 in	 case	 of	 exhaustion,	 access	 by	private	means,	which	will	 be	 later	 brought	 back	by	 the	
companion	(where	present)	to	the	car	park.	

WHICH	RULES	TO	RESPECT	

The	visitor	is	PROHIBITED	from:	
•	enter	the	Museum	with	parcels,	suitcases,	bags,	backpacks,	umbrellas,	sticks,	helmets:	please	
leave	 anything	 not	 strictly	 necessary	 for	 the	 visit	 inside	 your	 vehicles;	 a	 wardrobe	 is	 also	
available	in	the	atrium;	
•	enter	bare-chested,	in	a	bathing	suit,	or	in	inappropriate	clothing	for	the	place;	
•	introduce	and	consume	food	and	drinks	along	the	exhibition	route;		
•	smoking	inside	the	Museum;	
•	climb	over	the	boundaries	around	memorabilia	and	aircraft;	
•	touching	and	tampering	with	the	displays	and	aircraft	on	display;	
•	make	use	of	the	emergency	exits	without	any	reason	for	danger;		
•	access	the	beach	in	front	of	the	Museum.	
	
The	visitor	is	ALLOWED:	
•	carry	a	lady's	handbag;	
•	use	the	wardrobe,	as	provided;	
•	use	the	camera	for	shots	and	filming	for	personal	and	amateur	use	only.	Any	photographs	or	
filming	for	commercial	purposes	must	be	previously	authorized	by	the	Air	Force	General	Staff;	
•	 introduce	small	animals,	carried	in	the	arms	or	 in	a	special	carrier.	Medium	and	large	size	
animals	can	wait	in	the	outside	green	areas	on	a	leash;	
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NORME DI COMPORTAMENTO
RULES OF BEHAVIOUR
NON E’ CONSENTITO - Visitors are not allowed

Entrare a torso nudo, in 
costume da bagno, ovvero in 
abbigliamento non 
appropriato al luogo, 
accedere alla spiaggia 
antistante al Museo.

Fumare, introdurre cibi e 
bevande lungo il percorso 
espositivo.

Correre sia all’interno che 
all’esterno dell’area museale.  
Fare uso delle uscite di 
sicurezza senza motivi di 
pericolo in atto.

Oltrepassare le delimitazioni 
attorno a cimeli e aeromobili.  
Toccare e/o manomettere gli 
aeromobili, le vetrine, ed i 
cimeli esposti.

Lasciare oggetti incustoditi.

Introdurre animali, liberi o al 
guinzaglio. Sono ammessi 
animali di piccola taglia in 
braccio o in apposito 
marsupio/trasportino.

Entering with a bare chest, in a 
bathing suit, or in clothing not 
appropriate for the place, accessing 
the beach in front of the Museum.

Smoking, introducing food and 
beverage along the exhibition 
route.

Running both inside and outside 
the museum area. Make use of the 
emergency exits without reasons of 
danger in place.

Crossing boundaries around 
memorabilia and aircraft. 
Touching and/or tampering with 
aircraft, shop windows and 
memorabilia on display.

Leave objects unattended.

Introducing animals, free or on a 
leash. (it is possible to carry them 
in your arms. Small pets are 
allowed in arms or in a special 
pouch or pet carrier.
